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6. MANAGING YOUR DOCUMENTS

The initial COOL-ER screen shows you the books and documents that are
loaded on your device. You can always retumn to this screen by pressing the
menu button @ on the side of the COOL-ER,

There are a number of display options o enhance your reading experience.
To access these options and change the way in which the COOL-ER displays
your books or documents, press the library setting button @to sort or view
these items in a way more to your liking. You can change the orientation of
the screen by pressing the portrait/landscape button (®). This allows you to
switch between vertical (portrait) and horizontal (landscape) viewing modes.

Use the direction arrows (up, down, left, right) o guide you through page tums
and menu screens. Use the central action butfton to select your chosen option.

7. OTHER CONTROLS AND INFORMATION

Multi-media button @ gives access fo the COOL-ER’s audio player. Use the
audio player to listen fo MP3 tracks or audio books downloaded to your device
or memory card by attaching headphones (not supplied) using socket ()
The volume control §) can be used to increase (+) or decrease (-) the
volume of the MP3s you are playing.

If you are having trouble working out where you are and don't know what
else fo try, pressing the reset button (@ will restart your device and return you
to the home screen. Pressing the reset button will not affect any of the
content or data on your COOL-ER.
